help thelr children get admission into school. e Provide information on vocational training courses, workshops or evening
colleges. Inform them of their rights —for example, the right to education, as well as other constitutional rights: right to equality,
freedom of speech, right to freedom from exploitation, right to freedom of religion and the right to constitutional remedies.

* Promote civic awareness — spread the importance of being responsible to the environment, conserving water,
